QUESTION: What is the significance of the 40 Days of Lent?

Answer to instructions for Lenten practices: Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting
and abstinence for Catholics. The norms for fasting - one full
mean and two smaller ones not equal to a full mean (think
snack) apply to Catholics 18 to 59. Those for abstinence from
meat apply from age 14.
