Answer to the question, What is the significance of 40 
Days of Lent:  40 is one of the most significant numbers in 
Scripture. The Hebrews wandered in the desert for 40 years 
before entering the promised land.  Moses spent 40 days 
with God on Mount Sinai, and of course Jesus spent 40 days 
in the desert where he was tempted by the devil.  “40 days” 
indicates a spiritual challenge to repent and come closer to 
God, hence 40 days of Lent.
