St. John Paul II designated it as a Feast Day in April 2000, 

the day he canonized St. Faustina Kowalska who received a series 

of revelations in the 1930’s from Our Lord who called for a special 

feast on that Sunday It is not a feast based solely on St. Faustina's 

revelations, nor primarily about St. Faustina. The Second Sunday 

of Easter was already a solemnity as the Octave Day of Easter. The 

title "Divine Mercy Sunday" does, however, highlight the meaning 

of the day.

For more than 20 years, we have been hearing stories of the 
Honeybee colony collapse. In the latest survey, we’ve added nearly
