At any time they can cause a severe rash. If | have to
work in or around it, | wear long sleeves, long pants and
gloves. Throwing them immediately into the wash machine
when I'm done. | know, | know there are folks out there
that are not allergic to poison ivy. Good for them. The rest
of us have to be very careful.

Finally, | have no problem removing poison ivy in areas
where children and pets can come in contact with them.
There’s plenty of it around.
