Interestingly, Holy Family originally was a
mission church of Our Lady of Sorrows in West River from
April 1953 until 1980 when it was declared an Independent
Mission. Holy Family was formally established as a parish
in August, 1982. Discussions of a possible reorganizations
of parishes into a cluster took place from 2007 to 2010 but
no decision was ever made and Holy Family has remained
as an independent parish.
Author’s note: In the three years since this little corner
began, the parish has grown considerably. So, for the
sake of so many of you new members, and for the older
folks like myself whose memories may not be as sharp as
we would like, we will return to the first questions
about parish history. Holy Family is a remarkable “country
parish” and knowing more about its rich history will help to
deepen our own faith through an appreciation of how the
Holy Spirit worked through those who built and sustained it
through the early years.
