QUESTION: Is St. Peter’s (The Vatican) in

Fathers:  The Church Fathers were influential 
theologians, bishops or scholars whose writings 

explained key Scriptural principles in the early Church. We 
unofficially honor them as "fathers" for their proximity to the 
Apostles, their explanations of Scripture, and their ability to teach 

the Catholic faith. There are four general categories: Apostolic 
(directly influenced by the Apostles), Greek (Eastern) Fathers, 
Latin (Western) Fathers, and the Desert Fathers. 

DEACON DOUG’S Q & A YEAR OF THE PARISH EUCHARISTIC 
RENEWAL: Pope Francis reflected in 
his Angelus (Catholic devotion 
commemorating the incarnation of 
Christ), August 9, 2020: “When we have 
strong feelings of doubt and fear and we 

seem to be sinking, in life’s difficult moments where everything 
becomes dark, we must not be ashamed to cry out like Peter, 
‘Lord, save me!’  And the gesture of Jesus, who immediately 
reaches out his hand and grasps that of his friend, should be 
contemplated at length: This is Jesus… Jesus is the Father’s 
hand who never abandons us… who always and only wants what 
is good for us.” As we approach the Body and Blood of Christ in 
Communion, may we pray as Peter, “Lord, save me!” or as the 
Canaanite woman exclaimed, “Have pity on me, Lord, Son of 
David! Lord, help me!”

Jesus Christ in the Eucharist as we receive and make His 

presence known in our environments.
