Dear Brothers & Sisters, 
 
 

 Today in the readings we hear an admonition, from 
God, to protect the vulnerable:  To do no wrong to “the 
widow,” “the orphan,” and “the alien.”  This happens in 
the book of Exodus, which is about the experiences of the 
Israelite people during their flight from Egypt, around 1200 
BC.   
 
 In their time the widow, the orphan and the alien 
(person from another place) would have all been people who 
did not have FAMILY as a safety net. In ancient times 
FAMILY provided you with your shelter and food and home, 
the person that did not have direct support from their family 
was in big trouble. Whether that loss was because of the loss 
of a spouse (the widow) or parents (the orphan) or because 
one was in a strange place (the alien.) 
 
 So, God calls on the Israelites to, really, broaden 
their understanding of the idea of family. That we are family 
with all people, and called to make sure that no one is left 
without shelter, food or a home. 
 
 That call is still upon us today, though it is a 
challenge to sort through how to try to provide for people who 
are in need in a modern society with over 300 million people. 
 
 But, let us remind ourselves of OUR CALL to be 
people who, indeed, are led by God to find a way to put 
compassion for the vulnerable into the policies that guide our 
country. Whether to protect the unborn, the poor or those in 
need. 
 Besides that, a request for help! We need more 
Ushers and Eucharistic Ministers (EM’s) to help us at Mass.
