Answer to last week’s question, when did
the Church begin to celebrate Advent: The exact date is
not known but according to Saint Gregory of Tours the
celebration of Advent began in the fifth century. In 650
Advent was celebrated in Spain with five Sundays. Pope
St. Gregory VII (1073-85) reduced five Sundays before
Christmas to four. The General Norms for the Liturgical
Year and Calendar since Vatican Il declare Advent to be a
‘season of joyful and spiritual expectation’ (no.39), and in

the accompanying commentary it is stated explicitly that
this ‘is no longer to be considered a penitential season’.
