“At least when we were slaves, we had plenty to eat!” they grumbled. God heard his people complaining, and he said 
to Moses, “I will make food fall from the sky, and my people can gather all that they need.  I will send them meat, so 
they will be satisfied and content.  Then they will know that I am their God who loves and cares for them”.
