GOSPEL: 
JOHN 1:35-39

Seeing that they were following him, Jesus turned and asked, “What do you want with 
me?”  “We would like to know where you live,” they answered.  “Come with me and see, “  
Jesus said. So, they followed him to his house and stayed with him for the rest of the day.





Discussion

Why did John the Baptist 
compare Jesus to a lamb?

When John pointed Jesus out 
what did the two men do?

Lambs are meek and gentle, just as Jesus was.  Often, 
they were offered by people as a sacrifice to God to 
show their love for him.  Jesus was sent by his 
heavenly father and like a lamb, he was prepared to be 
sacrificed for us to have everlasting life.
